A Scripture scholdne s
appreciates the demands of living the Good Newly ful
as she writes:

“Entrance into the Kingdom demands that we who
choose to live in God’s Kingdom subscribe to thees

of Jesus. We must be converted to dependence on God
and interdependence on one another in community, a
community of shared need and shared human dighity.
choose poverty for the Kingdom is hard, but itust jas

hard, if not hardest, to choose poverty for thedéiom

and shared hope...It is a gift and privilege to cleotie
fundamental imperative of the poor. Our first cleis

Jesus, the poor One of God, hidden in the midshef
poor, our community.”

We most certainly see God’s embrace of that
poverty in this weekend’s Psalm 68 if we refleconp
the words that brought shared hope to so many
generations (to this very day!)-- to those who rhaye
been last because they were unloved or rejected by
others: orphans, widows, the forsaken, prisoneasd
the needyJesus adds to the list in the Gospel, exhorting
His host to change his values and to invite tdohisquet
those who cannot repay hinthe poor, the crippled, the
lame, the blind That kind of radical justice is captured
in the responsorial psalm’'s exclamation thide just
rejoice and exult before God; they are glad and
rejoice.”

The authentic conversion that Dr. McKenna
described not only transforms individuals, but astire
communities--by the tangible presence of justiceray
and solidarity. In our local community, the social
outreach of our St. Vincent DePaul Society, for mho
there is a special collection this weekend, ensthras
the last are not forgotten. Every parish membeungo
and old alike, has unique opportunities to serve tan
give (materially, spiritually, and physically) touio
SVDP ministry. What more must we surrender to grow?

The spirit of“surrender” is not simply a Jesuit

tradition; the Church’'s greatest saints understood
Christ's ultimate surrender on the Cross. After his
conversion, St. Francis of Assisi loved holy Poyert
through his contemplative embrace of Christ in the
manger’s crib and on Calvary’s cross. In her bdek
Evenings with _God (Liguori Publications, c. 2008),
Franciscan Sr. llia Delio notes in the seventh &gen
(“Love’s Sweet Surrender”):
“Francis of Assisi knew that the human person has a
tendency to cling and to possess because possédssion
integral to humanity’s sinful condition. We possess
only material things; we also possess attitudes,
behaviors, and feelings. We control our lives ahdst
we control how much we are willing to give over
(surrender) to God (and thus to our neighbors).
According to Francis, such a person cannot surrende
freely to God because he or she is neither poor nor
humble. Rather the poor person—the one who lives in
surrender to God’s love—is the one who has space
within his or her heart to receive God. The one wihs
made space within for God to dwell is the one wé&io ¢
surrender to God. Indeed, without this inner spéme
God’s indwelling we miss out on the entire drama of
God’s incarnate love.”

There’s truly a sweet fruit found in surrender:

“The one who humbles himself will be exalted.”
